Land Conservation — Grants for Map 3, Lot 59 Donation/Easement, Spruce
Swamp/Oak Ridge Town Forest Easements (4-66, 4-66-1 (Brown along RR), 4-18, 4-
17, 2-151 (parcels between Louise Lane and RR) — A joint public hearing is being
scheduled with the Select Board.

Oak Ridge North Timber Harvest - Ms. Miner is still waiting for a Forest Management
Plan from Moreno Forestry Consultants and permitting for submittal to the NHDES
Wetlands Bureau for road improvements from Mark West. She will reach out to Mark
West again to learn status.

Easement Monitoring — Ms. Miner and Mr. Cooper will get together to plan the first
monitoring event proposed to be at the Thunder Road subdivision. She may also reach
out to the County Forester to see if its possible to do a review of invasive species at the
new subdivision open space off of Scriber Road, Violette Estates.

OTHER DEPARTMENT NEWS

Zoning Board of Adjustment (ZBA) The Special Exception application that came before
the ZBA for placement of an accessory solar array in a wetland buffer at Map 2, Lot 151-
2 (Iron Horse Park) on Iron Horse Drive on November 28, 2023 was granted with
conditions as recommended by the Conservation Commission. Ms. Miner reviewed the
comments/responses and read the conditions included in the decision.

Planning Board —

a. Play Laugh N Grow Site Plan Review continues December 6. The main
outstanding item is a hydrogeo report. This site is going through a permit process
with the NHDES for community well (over 25 people).

b. The Planning Board is reviewing several zoning amendments including a new
solar ordinance. Most of the proposed language is online except for the solar
ordinance which continues to be discussed and is a topic of discussion on the
December 6 Planning Board agenda.

Report — Mr. Cooper reported about the installation of a viewing platform that was also
used for a Boy Scout project. The group has postponed the B-52 hike until Sunday
12/10/23 @ 11AM. Mr. Knee reported that protective snow barriers have been put in
place at the Library’s trail sign.
