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�����In March 2008, Fremont voted to convert to the SB2 form of 
government.  This pushes up our budgeting calendar, and the 
meeting at which you can participate and have discussion about the 
items on the 2010 Town Warrant. 
     The Budget Committee generally meets weekly from September 
through January.  Petition town warrant articles are due by 4:00 pm 
on Tuesday January 12, 2010 in the Selectmen’s Office.  The 
Town’s Public Budget Hearing will be held January 12, 2010 at 7:30 
pm at the Fremont Town Hall.  Deliberative Session is scheduled for 
Saturday January 30, 2010 at 9:00 am at the Ellis School Gym.  The 
warrant and budgets will be available shortly before that meeting, so 
be sure to watch the website and postings for the information.  
Copies of the warrant and budget will also be available at the 
meeting.   
     The deadline for submission of School District petitions is 
Monday February 8, 2010.  Further information will be posted. 
     Town Reports will be available at the beginning of March as in 
years past, and all voting will take place on Tuesday March 9, 2010 
at the Fremont Safety Complex.  Polls will be open from 7:00 am to 
8:00 pm. 
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      The Town of Fremont is due for its required every five year 
recertification process as of 04/01/10.  By Statute (NH RSA 75:8) 
and within the NH Constitution (Second Part Article 6), the 
“Selectmen shall reappraise all real estate within the municipality so 
that the assessments are at full and true value at least as often as 
every fifth year.”  At the March 2009 Town Meeting, this was 
defeated by voters.  Since that time, Selectmen have met with NH 
DRA and local assessing officials to work on a plan to move this 
forward for consideration again in 2010. 
     Two articles will be on the March 2010 Town Warrant to address 
this matter.  The first will be to propose authorizing the Selectmen to 
be the agents of the Capital Reserve Fund (CRF).  This would allow 
Selectmen to withdraw needed funds from the Fund to pay for the 
process every five years.  The second will be to ask voters to 
approve the 2010 process and authorize funding to be withdrawn 
from the CRF. 
     It is very important that residents understand this process and 
what is required.  If authorization to move ahead in 2010 on the 
recertification is not granted, DRA will move forward to the NH Board 
of Tax and Land Appeals (BTLA) pursuant to NH RSA 21-J:3 XXV.  
The BTLA will then order that a revaluation/recertification process 
take place.  A BTLA-ordered process comes at a “premium” price 
and will cost taxpayers more money and there will be no local control 
of it.  It will be supervised and run by the NH DRA, and the Town will 
be billed for the process without the benefit of the saved funds in 
Capital Reserve. 
     We have the funds set aside in the Capital Reserve Fund, and 
need authorization to spend them for the recertification process.  
Performing the recertification will get all property values closer to 
100% of current market conditions, alleviating some of the concern 
related to balancing market conditions and property values. 
      Please help the Town do this in the most cost-effective manner.

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     The Fremont Board of Selectmen will a hold public hearing on 
October 22, 2009 at 8:00 pm at the Fremont Town Hall, basement 
meeting room, 295 Main Street in Fremont NH to discuss changes to 
the Town's Fee Schedule. 

     The full schedule of changes is shown below.  It is also available 
in the Town Offices, posted at town buildings, and on the website at 
www.fremont.nh.gov on the Board of Selectmen page. 
     The public is invited to attend. 
The following building permit fees are proposed to be updated.  New 
fee is listed in color (on the web); underlined (print version); old fee 
is shown at the end of each section. 

 
NEW CONSTRUCTION – calculated as construction cost multiplied 
by $5/1000 of construction cost. Construction cost calculated as: 
 
$90.00 per square foot of living space - calculated by the square 
footage of the building’s outside perimeter times the number of 
stories - includes all living space accessible by stairways. 
Adjustments may be made for inaccessible areas as needed.  ($60 
psf currently) 
 
$40.00 per square foot of garage area - calculated by the square 
footage of the building perimeter–garage 2nd story storage to be 
calculated as accessible storage (noted below)  ($30 psf currently) 
 
$30.00 per square foot of accessible storage space - includes 
basements and accessible attics and garage lofts  ($20 psf currently) 
 
$20.00 per square foot for decks - calculated by the square footage 
of the deck perimeters.  ($10 psf currently) 
 
RESIDENTIAL ADDITIONS / GARAGES / OTHER NON-
COMMERCIAL BUILDINGS greater than 200 square feet –  
Calculated as construction cost multiplied by $5 per $1,000 of 
construction cost or $65 whichever is greater. Construction cost is 
calculated as above.  (currently this limitation is 150 sf) 
 
HUD HOMES - Calculated as construction cost multiplied by 
$5/1000 of construction cost. 
Construction cost = $60 per square foot of living space – otherwise 
all construction cost calculated from above.  ($45 psf currently) 
 
COMMERCIAL OCCUPANCY - Calculated as construction cost 
multiplied by $5/1000 of construction cost. All occupancy types other 
than residential and any mixed occupancies are calculated as 
commercial. Construction cost = $90 per square foot of new 
commercial space, includes all storage, garaging, accessory 
buildings, etc.  (Currently this is $7/1000 of construction cost and 
$60 psf)

      Due to a change in NH Statute, Cities and towns are now 
required to charge the entity for whom the extra or special duty is 
being provided the full amount of the retirement contribution 
attributed to that pay.

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     On March 11, 2008 the residents of Fremont approved a Sign 
Ordinance which includes the following:  
     SIgns authorized without a sign permit: 
Subject to other applicable requirements and permits, the following 
signs are authorized without a permit: 
A.  Small signs. Personal non-commercial signs are permitted, 
provided they are not  illuminated.              
B.  No trespassing signs may be posted as follows, pursuant to this 
ordinance and NH RSA 635:4. 
C.  “For Sale” signs.  Signs pertaining to the lease, sale, or use of 
the land or buildings on which it is placed, including signs advertising 
products or articles sold or produced on the premises may be 
posted, provided they are not illuminated. 
D.  Governmental signs.  Governmental signs do not require a 
permit.  These signs include highway, park, or other regulatory or 
informational signs of municipal, county, state or local government. 
E.  Directional signs.  Signs that provide driving directions do not 
require a permit; however, only one entrance/exit sign is allowed per 
legal driveway and a directional sign may not exceed one and one 
half (1.5) square feet and not block the sightlines of drivers entering 
or exiting the property. 
F.  Warning signs.  Signs exclusively devoted to warning the public 
of dangerous conditions and unusual hazards such as drop offs, 
high voltage, fire danger, and explosives do not require a permit.  
Warning signs shall not exceed three square feet. 
G.  Historical, Cultural and Natural Site signs.  A sign erected by a 
governmental agency, which exclusively denotes a recognized 
historical, cultural or natural site, does not require a permit.  This 
sign shall not exceed three square feet unless otherwise provided by 
state or federal law. 
H.  Banners.  Banners used on a private residential property, such 
as those used for family events or birthdays do not require a permit 
so long as they remain in place for no longer than seven days.  
Banners shall be no larger than thirty (30) square feet.  For example, 
a banner with dimensions of three (3) feet by ten (10) feet, or five (5) 
feet by six (6) feet, or two (2) feet by fifteen (15) feet would be 
permitted.  Banners used by a non-profit organization for a special 
event coordinated with the Town do not require a permit, so long as 
they do not obstruct the view of motorists and remain in place no 
longer than seven (7) days. 
I.  Political signs.  Political signs, during periods specified by the 
Board of Selectmen, do not require permits.  Political signs should 
not be placed in areas where they will create a traffic safety hazard 
due to obstruction of the sightlines at intersections or driveways.  
Political signs are not regulated by this Ordinance.  Please refer to 
NH RSA 664:17. 
J.  Flags. 
1)  Governmental flags.  National, state, and local flags do not 
require a permit.  A flagpole may not exceed thirty (30) feet above 
ground level for the purposes set forth in this ordinance. 
2)  “Open” flags.  Flags noting that a business is open to customers 
do not need a permit provided that they are put up and taken down 
consistently with the hours of operation of any business that displays 
them.  Open flags shall be no larger than nine square feet. 
     PROHIBTED SIGNS: 
A.  Inflatable advertising devices.  Inflatable devices, such as, but 
not limited to, inflatable animals, characters, or large balloons, shall 
not be allowed in the Village District or the Flexible Use Residential 
District due to their negative effect on the scenic and aesthetic 
qualities of the Town and potential safety hazard.  An individual 
balloon or group of balloons, which when inflated, no dimension of 
which is greater than two (2) feet, placed at a height no greater than 
twelve (12) feet above ground level, is permitted so long as the 
balloon(s) does not become a safety hazard by obstructing the view 
of motorists or remain in place longer than seven (7) days. 
B.  Billboards.  No billboard not existing at the time of the adoption of 
this Ordinance shall be permitted.  A billboard is defined as that type 
of sign that advertises goods, products, merchandise, business, or 

any other sort of enterprise or adventure not actually available at the 
premises where the billboard is located. 
C.  Portable sign.  A portable sign not permanently attached to the 
ground or other permanent structure and designed to be transported 
by means of wheels shall be prohibited. 
D.  Vehicles.  No vehicle which is used primarily as an advertising 
display may be parked on any street or parking lot or any place 
within the Town of Fremont, except vehicles displaying temporary 
political advertising that shall be placed and removed within the 
period designated by the Board of Selectmen for each election.  For 
the purposes of the subparagraph “vehicle” includes but is not 
limited to vans, trailers, automobiles or trucks with signs or placards 
on their exterior or interior.  
E.  Electronic message boards and flashing signs.  Signs containing 
electronic message boards shall be prohibited.  Signs that flash, 
rotate, or otherwise create movement are prohibited. This includes 
time/temperature signs.  
F.  Sandwich/Sidewalk Signs. A moveable sign not secured or 
attached to the ground or surface upon which it is located. Typically 
an advertising sign constructed to form an “A” or a tent-like shape.  
G.  Signs in the Right-of-Way: No signs shall be allowed in the Town 
or State Right-of-Way. 
H.  Highly Reflective and Fluorescent Signs. Signs made wholly or 
partially of highly reflective materials and/or fluorescent or day-glow 
painted signs. 
I.  Pole Signs: A sign that is supported by, or suspended from one 
free-standing column.  
     Types of signs authorized with a permit include wall, window, 
awning, projecting, hanging, monument, free standing post, multi-
tenant and residential subdivision signs. 
     Please consult Article XIX of the Zoning Ordinance for definitions 
and more information relative to sign types.  This can be found on 
the Fremont website under the Planning Board page or the Zoning 
Board of Adjustment page.  If you have questions please contact the 
Land Use Office at 895-3200 x 17. 
     It is not lawful to affix, attach or display advertisements of any 
kind on any object of nature, utility pole, telephone booth, or highway 
sign in accord with NH RSA 236:75
